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H 
istorians often distinguish be-

tween two broad models of higher 

education: the British model and 

the Germanic or Continental model. 

The British model of higher education 

is the "collegiate" model, tracing its roots 

to Oxford and Cambridge Universities in 

Great Britain. Oxford and Cambridge are 

federal institutions: collections of small, 

independent, residential colleges, each 

made up of a few hundred members from 

all academic divisions and departments. 

The university awards degrees while the 

colleges function as "great households" 

that support the life and well-being of the 

students. 

The Germanic model, by contrast, is 

the research-university model. It traces its 

origin to the University of Berlin in the 

early 1800s, the first modern institution to 

emphasize advanced study, original schol-

arship, and professional publication. The 

welfare of students in the Germanic uni-

versity, especially undergraduate students, 

was subordinated to the research enter-

prise. 

 

Early American Tradition 
Higher education in early America was 

rooted firmly in the British collegiate tradi-

tion. The important educational institutions 

of the American colonies were not Conti-

nental universities, but British-style col-

leges: Harvard College, Yale College, the 

College of New Jersey (Princeton), the Col-

lege of Rhode Island (Brown), and their 

early allies. It was from these institutions 

and this tradition that the many independent 

liberal arts colleges across the United States 

arose. 

When the Reverend Henry Durant, a 

graduate of Yale College, arrived in San 

Francisco in 1853 to spread the cause of 

learning, he intended to establish not a uni-

versity, but a college: the College of Cali-

fornia. 

 

The Germanic Shift 
But Durant had gone west just as a 

great wave of Germanification began  to 

wash over American higher education. In 

the mid-1800s ambitious young Americans 

travelled to the Continent for advanced 

study, just as ambitious young people 

around the world today travel to the United 

States. Those young Americans brought 

back with them a new understanding of 

university organization, and as they came 

of age through the nineteenth century they 

put that understanding into practice. The 

University of Wisconsin, the University of 

Michigan, the Johns Hopkins University, 

and the University of California,  not to 

mention Harvard University and Yale Uni-

Our membership spans more than 75 years, and 

with the exception of the last few years, includes a 

shared appreciation of the impact of the Bowles 

Hall Experience on our lives and our desire to ex-

tend this opportunity to the members of the Bowles 

Hall community of today and tomorrow. The 

Bowles Hall Alumni Assn. is the sole advocate for 

these students and this experience. 

 

UCB Realities 
UC Berkeley today is a very complex environ-

ment, with many weighty agendas in play—the 

movement to raise the stature of UCB as a premier 

research institution with major new laboratory fa-

cilities, the major renovation of Memorial Stadium 

and an associated student athletic training facility, 

many major new buildings now under construction, 

a high profile effort to increase faculty salaries, the 

impact of reduction in State financial support as 

part of a state-wide budget deficit, absorbing a sub-

stantial increase in student enrollment, on-going 

conflict with the City of Berkeley regarding the im-

pact of ever-expanding University on the City, and 

many more. 

In this environment, it appears that the Vice 

Chancellor Student Affairs, alone, is focused on the 

undergraduate student residential life experience. 

Over 6,500 students are currently living in Student 

Affairs-managed residence halls, apartments and 

other facilities. Two strategies of this office have 

materially contributed to the current Bowles Hall 

situation: (1) Current Student Affairs accounting 

practices have not established reserves for future 

maintenance and/or renovation. 

Therefore, there are no accrued funds 

to renovate the Hall. UCB will rely on 

proceeds from public bond sales, 

which means that the renovation of 

Bowles Hall will be prioritized with 

other capital needs. (2) A strategy that 

all student resident facilities must be 

managed with “identical” policies, 

although in practice, student resi-

dences are managed with many dis-

similar policies and practices. 

 

Bowles Hall Experience 
The Bowles Hall Experience was intentionally 

designed by the donor, the late Mary Bowles, the 

UC President Dr. Robert Gordon Sproul and UC 

Architect Dr. George Kelham to create a collegial 

“Education Through Fellowship” experience, using 

what is now known as the “Residential College” 

model. Much later, UC built Stern Hall and many 

other new residence halls, apartment houses and 

other facilities—using various experience models. 

The Bowles Hall Experience was first, but different 

by design from those that followed. Student Affairs 

viewed this difference as “elitist” and “non-

identical”, and hence the Bowles Hall Experience 

was dismantled. 

Only the alumni of Bowles Hall have formed an 

alumni association, or demonstrated the interest and 

staying power to do so. We believe that we, who 

have benefited from our shared Bowles Hall Ex-

periences, have an moral obligation to extend those 

benefits to the 21st Century members of the Bowles 

Hall community. 

 

Our Proposal 
Your BHAA Leadership Team has crafted a 

Bowles Hall Residential College (BHRC) proposal, 

joining the independent Board of Directors model 

successfully utilized by International House since 

1930, with the residential college model now suc-

cessfully implemented in 398 sites (see: 

www.collegiateway.org). We presented this pro-

posal to Harry LeGrande, the UC Interim Vice 

Chancellor Student Affairs, who has politely re-

jected it, although he agreed with the desirability of 

the residential college model, the value of BHAA

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versity among many others, were the result. 

 

A Modest Return 
By 1900, however, perceptive leaders at some 

of these young Germanic universities began to real-

ize that there had been virtues in the life of the old 

colleges that were now in danger of being lost. It 

became clear to a number of people — among them 

Frank Bolles and Abbott Lawrence Lowell at Har-

vard, and Woodrow Wilson at Princeton — that 

what was needed was a recreation, within the grow-

ing research universities, of the old British colle-

giate system. Bolles proposed this at Harvard in 

1894 and Lowell finally put such a "House Plan" 

into place there in the 1930s, with Yale following 

soon after. Wilson proposed it at Princeton in 1906, 

but political opposition from the existing private 

clubs prevented its implementation. 

 

Bowles Hall Experience 
Bowles Hall at the University of California was 

a product of this early twentieth-century residential 

college revival. "One of the problems of such an 

institution as the University of California," ob-

served Robert Gordon Sproul in 1930, "is so to sub-

divide its student body that the advantages of the 

small group may be retained without sacrificing the 

even greater advantages of membership in a large 

university. Bowles Hall helps to do that, for it is a 

center where students live and work together, where 

contacts may be made with professors and officers 

of the University, where many of unlike minds may 

break bread and learn from each other the joys of 

fellowship." The British model of higher education 

couldn't be expressed any better than that. 

This revival was short-lived, however, and the 

tide of the twentieth century wasn't broadly favor-

able to the decentralized, collegiate arrangement, 

nor to the creation of more places like Bowles Hall. 

The Second World War placed enormous re-

search demands on American universities, and the 

G.I. Bill and the baby boom encouraged universities 

to emphasize the quantity rather than the quality of 

student life. Bureaucracy flourished and education 

became an industry, with customers, products, and 

pipelines instead of students and faculty. "The joys 

of fellowship" disappeared in the massive mid-

century multiversity. 

 

A Second Revival 
But tides have a way of turning, and in the last 

decade or so, across the United States and around 

the world, the residential college model of univer-

sity organization has been undergoing a second re-

vival. On campuses public and private, large and 

small, the virtues of what Cotton Mather called the 

"collegiate way of living" are once again being dis-

covered, and my own website, "The Collegiate 

Way” (at http://collegiateway.org ), has become the 

international clearinghouse for this movement. 

From Murray State in Kentucky to Truman State in 

Missouri, from Baylor in Texas to Vanderbilt in 

Tennessee, from Ole Miss down south to Cornell 

up north, students, faculty, alumni, and staff are 

again coming to see, as the founders of Bowles Hall 

did, that "the advantages of the small group may be 

retained without sacrificing the even greater advan-

tages of membership in a large university." Even 

Princeton University, which rejected Woodrow 

Wilson's collegiate plan a century ago, is now mov-

ing forward with a comprehensive residential col-

lege system for all its undergraduates. 

 Just as Bowles Hall was established during 

the first American revival of the collegiate way of 

living, those of you working today to restore 

Bowles Hall are part of the second collegiate re-

vival, and you can draw strength from that fact. 

Many others around the world are trying to culti-

vate "education through fellowship" just as you are, 

in places very much like Bowles Hall. If you learn 

from them and they learn from you, the cause of 

learning and fellowship will advance for all.

Dr. Robert J. OôHara is an evolutionary 

biologist with professional interests in systematics, 

natural history, and the history and theory of the 

historical sciences. He is also an advocate for the 

creation of decentralized, faculty-led residential 

colleges within large universities as a means to im-

prove the quality of higher education. 

In 1994 he was the principal founder of Corne-

lia Strong College, a residential college at the Uni-

versity of North Carolina at Greensboro and served 

as its Senior Tutor (Dean of Students) supported by 

sixteen years‟ experience in residential college life 

and administration at Harvard University, UNCG, 

and Middlebury College.

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participation and many of the attributes of our pro-

posal. 

We are in continued dialogue with Mr. Le-

Grande and his staff, in order to better understand 

the rationale for initial rejection of our proposal and 

advocate a change of course, vis-à-vis Bowles Hall, 

by Student Affairs. For a copy of the proposed 

BHRC Concept Paper, please contact Bob Sayles. 

Student Affairs recently received recommenda-

tions from its architect for the possible renovation, 

including seismic retrofitting and ADA compliance, 

of the Hall. These recommendations estimate the 

cost to be in excess of $45 million with a comple-

tion date in the Fall of 2015. We believe that the 

renovation must be firmly committed by UCB, ac-

celerated in time and supporting the residential col-

lege implementation. These issues are part of our 

dialogue with Mr. LeGrande and his staff, being led 

by John Engelman ó57 and Bob Sayles ó52. 

 

Financing 
BHAA will mount a capital fund-raising pro-

gram to assist with renovation to support residential 

college implementation, scholarships for Bowles 

Hall community members and enrichment programs 

for BHRC. This program is in the planning stages, 

led by Lionel Engelman ó66. 

 

Advocacy 
We are also continuing our advocacy of our 

BHRC proposal with the UCB faculty, other Vice 

Chancellors concerned with this issue, Administra-

tion, University Relations, and Provost,  and the 

California Alumni Assn., with whom BHAA is af-

filiated. We are fortunate to enjoy the support of the 

Chairman of the Academic Senate, as the UCB fac-

ulty will play a major role in the planning and im-

plementation of the BHRC concept. This is our 

best, and last, opportunity to Restore the Bowles 

Hall Experience, in a Restored Bowles Hall.

What can you, our alums, do to participate in 

this important endeavor? (1) Join or renew your 

membership in the BHAA, if you haven‟t already 

done so. Encourage your Bowles Hall alumni 

friends to do so. We need all of the support that we 

can muster! (2) Become active in our campaign, if 

your situation permits. Many of us are now in-

volved virtually full-time in this effort, and the 

breadth and depth of our action plans have ex-

panded considerably. Some of our efforts must take 

place in the Bay Area, but many efforts can occur 

outside of the Bay Area. (3) Be prepared to support 

this effort financially. Once we have in place a  tax-

deductible facility we‟ll describe our needs, plans to 

satisfy them, the vehicles to do so and invite your 

participation.
